LUKE'S PASSION STORY

There’'s always a little awkwardness when reading Luke’s
account of the entry into Jerusalem on Palm Sunday (Luke
19: 28-40). The key reason is that Luke does not mention |. 3
any palms!
All the other Gospels mention branches, but not Luke. Is 1§
this intentional or is it merely a writer's omission? Did he [f{}#
think they were not important? We may never know. But &=l
Luke does give another wonderful detail unique to this t§: ¥
Gospel. The religious leaders tell Jesus to order his
disciples to stop shouting words of praise. Jesus replies, “I could—but it wouldn’t
do any good, because if they were silent, the very stones themselves would shout.”
In other words, not only do all the people recognize Jesus as God’s chosen one,
but also all of creation.

Another potential confusion arises with the last supper (22:14-20) with its reference
to two cups. Some scholars have spent al lot of time and energy offering
explanations that do not really satisfy. Should verse 20 be eliminated? Is Jesus
making a clearer parallel to the Passover meal (except that it involved four cups,
not two)?

Luke is confusing, to be sure, in that its details differ from the other Gospels and 1
Corinthians 11: 24-25. But does it matter?

The point is still the same as the others: just before dying Jesus shared a meal
with his closest friends. In that meal Jesus invited them and us to remember him in
the eating of every meal.

Remembering Jesus—it's not so much about what we do as it is about simply
doing it.
